CATEGORY DIVISIONS:
DANCE SOLOS 
All top 30 REGIONAL Winners from each category within each age group will represent themselves as 
DANCERS EAST, DANCERS WEST, DANCERS NORTH, and DANCERS SOUTH at NATIONALS. 
Please note that at NATIONALS the style division will be eliminated and the age division will serve as the 
entire category. Performers can perform as many dances as they qualified at Regional’s. Each soloist 
must perform within the same style of dance in which she or he qualified at REGIONALS but can vary the 
routine. T3 (TRIPLE THREAT) CAN use the 
same qualifying REGIONAL performance or they can vary the song, dance, or monologue at 
NATIONALS.  
Each dancer will wear their special N.Y.L.A. Dance ribboned medal which will serve as their ticket to 
NATIONALS. The medal must be worn at all social and performance events at NATIONALS with the 
exception of when she or he is performing onstage, rehearsing, or taking class. Medals will not be 
replaced so please keep them safe.  

The following breakdown will occur: 
Day 1 of NATIONALS is selection of our top 10 dancers per age division FOR SEMI-FINALS. 
Day 2 of NATIONALS is selection of our top 5 dancers per age division FOR FINALS. 
Day 3 of NATIONALS is our finals, student performance, awards, and dance party.  

N.Y.L.A DANCE NATIONAL "SOLOIST OF THE YEAR" (Dance solos only) 
will be separated into Tiny Dancers(5-8.99), Juniors(9-12.99),
Teens(13-15.99), Seniors(16-20.99), and Collegiate/PRO(21 & up).  

*OUR NATIONAL TITLE DIVISION WILL BE BROKEN DOWN IN THE SAME AGE GROUPS for MISS 
or MR NYLA DANCE. 

IMAGE CONSULTING & RECREATIONAL SOLOS WILL BE BROKEN DOWN INTO (12 & UNDER), 
(13 & OVER), AND (21 & OVER). 

STYLE DIVISIONS: 
Please note that at NATIONALS the style division will be eliminated and the age division will serve 
as the entire category. Performers can perform as many dances as they qualified at Regionals. 
Each soloist must perform within the same style of dance in which she or he qualified at 
REGIONALS but can vary the routine. T3 SOLOS (TRIPLE THREAT)
CAN use the same qualifying REGIONAL performance or they can vary the 
song, dance, or monologue at NATIONALS.
